A. Some people say: Dynasty I-III, ends at Dynasty IV, other people say: Dynasty I-II, ends at Dynasty III

4. Heraldic Goddesses: Wadjit (Buto), Wadjet (Wadjyt, Wadjit, Uto, Uatchet, Edjo) was the predynastic cobra goddess of Lower Egypt, a goddess originally of a city who grew to become the goddess of Lower Egypt, took the title 'The Eye of Ra', and one of the nebty (the 'two ladies') of the pharaoh. 'She of Papyrus/Freshness' rose from being the local goddess of Per-Wadjet (Buto)  ("The House of Wadjet (Papyrus/Freshness)") to become the patron goddess of all of Lower Egypt and 'twin' in the  guardianship of Egypt with the vulture goddess Nekhbet. These two were the nebty (the 'two ladies') of the pharaoh and were an example of Egyptian duality - each of the two lands had to have its own patron goddess. Wadjet was the personification of the north. Often shown as a rearing cobra, she was a protector of the pharaoh, ready to strike and kill his enemies. She was also depicted as a woman-headed cobra, a winged cobra, a lion-headed woman, or a woman wearing the red crown of Lower Egypt. She was often shown together with Nekhbet who was in an identical form - as a snake or woman - or paired together with Wadjet as a snake and Nekhbet as a vulture. 

5. “The goddess Wadjet comes to you in the form of the living Uraeus to anoint your head with her flames. She rises up on the left side of your head and she shines from the right side of your temples without speech; she rises up on your head during each and every hour of the day, even as she does for her father Ra, and through her the terror which you inspire in the spirits is increased ... she will never leave you, are of you strikes into the souls which are made perfect. -- The Book of the Dead 

6. Contact with other cultures: Mesopotamia, /Nubia, etc
C. Temples: Archaic Temples foundations discovered (Pre-Dynasty III)
1. Hierakonpolis

a. Western side of large temple platform, post holes

b. Archaic temple buried under mound and later temple

c. Several deposits with early objects

2. Abydos

a. Temple dedicated to KHENTYIMENTIYU (Formost of the Westerners), the jackal god of Abydos. This god is later replaced by Osiris who aquires the ‘foremost of the Westerners’ epithet.

b. Triple sanctuaries.

3. Temple at Koptos/Coptos ( North of Thebes)

a. Series of Men similar to Dynasty I images (GET IMAGE!!!!!!!!!!!!!)

b. Monoliths

c. God holding phallus

II. Dynasty III
A. Obvious continuity with Dynasty II

B. Nebka: 1st king of Dynasty IV – may have been married to a daughter of Khasekemwy – last king of Dynasty III, Djoser – son of Nebka
C. Shift of residence from Abydos to Memphis

D. Extra Info on Djoser’s complex at Saqqaras: enclosure space – 550mX280m = 5 ½ X 3 football fields, wall = 10m high, pyramid = 204 feet high

III. Dynasty IV
1) 1st king Snofru/Senefru: later sources – set magical tales in his reign (EXAMPLE!!!), cult lasted into New Kin=gdom – actively revered.

A. 3 Pyramids of Senefru:

1. Meidum – South of Giza and Saqqara. 
a. Exterior collapsed while in construction, if it had not collapsed would have been first true pramid. Approached from edge of valley by causeway. 
b. At base of pyramid, small offering chapel, mortuary temple of pyramid. Simple pan of next temple, similar to jubilee court of Djoser, screening walls. (False door???) between two round topped offering stele – Dynasty I-IV continuity.

c. 1st place where allt he elements of a classic pyramid complex come together:

1) Pyramid

2) Mortuary temple ( Mortuary focus now shifted to east side pf pyramid

3) Causeway

4) Valley Temple

2. Dashur: Bent Pyramid:
a. Under construction at time of collapse of Meidum pyramid,

b. Developed cracks in lower area

c. Architect shifted angle to be not as steep as structural problems of a too steep angle became apparent – may have had to do with collapse of pyramid 1

d. 54% changed to 43%

e. Tura Limestone casing – can be polished

f. 620 feet at base – 330 feet high

g. 2 entrances – complicated arrangement

h. Use of CORBELLED rooms to ease pressure of ceiling ( In an arch or roof, setting layers of braces each slightly inward until they meet at the ridge line. (IMAGE!!!!)

3. Dashur: The RED PYRAMID:
a. 43% angle 

b. Journal MDAIK: ascribes him a longer reign length to accommodate all the masonry he moved

c. Graffitto on pyramid blocks ascribe all three to Senefry

d. Wife: Hetepheres: mother of Khufu
RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN WRITING AND ART (?)
2) KHUFU: Dynasty IV, wife HETEPHERES (Another one)
A. Art: TINY IVORY STATUE FROM ABYDOS – Only representation. Hetepheres: Small pit at base of Great Pyramid: Contained furntiture: anopy (wood and gold), bed, chair. (IMAGES!!!!)

B. Shift of Necropolis to Giza, near Memphis (MAP). Giza Plateau. All pyramids there have elements of the Pyramid Complex

C. GREAT PYRAMID: ~ 100 years after the step pyramid - 756 feet long, 480 feet tall.
a. Year 17 graffuto high up (~ 80% complete)

b. Series of phases and change sof plan particularly in the placement of the burial chamber. To the West Enourmous planned cemetery for officials – like city plan

c. South: Several boat pits – 1 dated to year 21 (IMAGES). One of the pits excavated in mid 1960s contains large transport ship – not solar barq style boat – probably used in king’s lifetime. Cedar fcrom Lebanon – objects from Byblos bearing names of Khufu and Hetepheres. A few regnal boxes on Palermo Stone.
d. Elements of pyramid complex approached by boat. From Valley temple (at river?) to causeway (covered) to mortuary temple.

e. Satellite Pyramids

f. Courtiers mastabas.

g. During construction: Harbor used for delivery of stone sarcophagus, casing stones etc.

h. Wrap around Ramps

j. Economy of Temple cults, royal decrees, exemptions.

k. In later times had bad reputation – due to size of Great Pyramid.
3) Neferirkare. 

A. Abu sir papyri: IMAGE

B. Each page: 30 lines – entry for each day of the month, items required for delivery and institutions required to provide them, items recxieved, names of those who were serving, implements for tituals, inspections.

C. Good deal of bureaucracy – ran on local economy, not money economy. Land possessions, large land donations by king, cattle, grain, wine, beer shipped to temples. 

D. Some priests permanently assigned to temples – core of permanent priests, (sacrifieced to statues of king – in mort. Temples)rotating staff (PHYLE). 4 phyle served in rotation for ~ 1 month, lay priests. Housed in small pyramid towns.

E. Served as economic engines of Old Kingdom.

F. No surviving non-mortuary temples for (early-mid (?) Old Kingdom – until end dynast IV
4) Djedefre/Djedefra

A. not oldest son of Khufu (?)

B. Abu Roash – unfinished pyramid. His priesthood lasted several 100years

5) Kafre (?)

A. 2 pyramids at Giza – 12 feet lower than Great Pyramid

B. Temple comes right up to base of pyramid – different than earlier (CHECK PLANS!) Change in mortuary foucus ( false door – false door becomes central focus. No evidcednce from Kfufu of focus – destroyed (WHICH PART DESTROYED?)
C. /khafre responsible for the SPHINX! (IMAGE!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!). Directly in front of pyramid – king depicted as guardian beast. Carved from bedrock of Giza limestone. In later dynasties sphinx came ro be worshipped as a representation of HOREMAKHET: horus of the horizon

D. DIORITE STATUE ( Nubain stone which glows blue in sunliht – may have been used in open sun court. Horus falcon behind head, embraces head with wings. On side of throne heraldic plants of upper and Lower Egypt intertwined and unified, lion heads and lion feet on throne also protect.

6) Nebka II: ephemeral king – unfinished pyramid West of Giza
7) Menkaure (Mycerinus):

A. Turin: 18 years

B. Built 3rd Pyramid at Giza: smallest of the 3. 218 feet high, lower portion clad in red granite – a much more expensive and difficult to obtain stone than regular granite. Sarcophagus discovered in burial chamber but sunk at sea.

C. STAUES: depictions of King with various NOME Gods (gods of provinces) – portrayed with the gods of all nomes of Upper and Lower Egypt. SCHIST staues – fine grained back stone – high polish. Traids – relatively small, Diads ~ lifesize.

D. Temple cult lasts at least until the end of Dynasty VII

IV. Dynasty V
The earliest surviving royal funerary texts inscribed within the last pyramid of the 5th and the pyramids of the 6th dynasty, have many references to Sah:
Sah was the brother of Ra the sun god, and sister of Sopdet (spd.t), who personified the brightest star in our sky, Sirius (2126cg N).  Sah also presided over Upper (southern) Egypt. (959 PMN)
The king regularly ascended with Sah (Orion) from the eastern region of the sky, and regularly descended with Sah (Orion) into the western region of the sky. (821 PMN)
"Raise yourself because of your strength, may you ascend to the sky, may the sky give birth to you like Sah (Orion)." (2116 N)
You (the king) shall reach (sah) the sky as Sah (Orion), your soul shall be as effective (spd) as Spdt (Sirius); have power, having power; be strong, having strength; may your soul stand among the gods as Horus who dwells in Irw. (722-3 TN)
"The eastern door of the sky is opened for you by Him whose powers endure.  Nut has laid hands on you, O King, even she whose hair is long and whose breasts hang down;  she carries you for herself to the sky, she will never cast the King down to earth.  She bears you, O King, like Sah (Orion), she makes your abode at the head of the Conclaves.  The King shall go aboard the bark of Re on the banks of the Winding Waterway, the King shall be rowed by the Unwearying Stars and shall give orders to the Imperishable Stars......."  (2171-3 N)
"The sky quivers, the earth quakes before me, for I (the king) am a magician, I possess magic.  I have come that I may glorify Sah (Orion)......"  (924 PMN)
"O King, you are this great star, the companion of Sah (Orion), who traverses the sky with Sah (Orion)....."  (882 PM)
The king was alive and young besides his father Sah (Orion) in the sky as they traveled to the west.  (2179-81 N)
"The Duat has grasped your hand at the place where Sah (Orion) is...."  (802 PMN)
Sah (Orion) is swallowed up by the Duat, pure and living in the horizon.  Sopdet (Sirius) is swallowed up by the Duat, pure and living in the horizon.  I am swallowed up by the Duat, pure and living in the horizon.  It is well with me and with them.  It is pleasant for me and for them, within the arms of my father, within the arms of Atum.  (151 U)
